Willlam B Coffey, son of Edmond and Elizabeth Coffey drowned at age of 60 in April, 1867. He
marmed Marty Masten on 13 NOV 1824, in Nelson Councy. Note: Billy Coffey shows up in Amherst Co 1870
Census. This is a different William B. Elizabeth was a Burger before marriage.

Oour Ambrose Coffee, having come directly from Ireland to
Kentucky (sic) spelled the mane--Coffee, whereas the
other often used Coffey/Coffy as the spelling.

In the beok "Hough in Loudoun County, Virginia 1744-
1850..." by Orville Louis Hough p 33 is the following quote:

"He also purchasecd much land pricr to the creation of
Loudoun County in 1757 from Fairfax County, which was mentioned
in deeds disposing of such pruchased land. Much of this he
farmed with hired help, such as Ambrose Coffee, Samuel, Robert
Neal, James and Peter Pickler, for whom he was taxed (see
Appendix: Tithables 1765-1799)."

This book was Copyright 1974 and printed in Denver. I do
not have the entire beock, just a few pages from it. At one
time ! was thinking of purchasing it and found a rame and
address for crdering.
