
"Called Away" 

A genealogical collection of our Coffee, McCain, Whitehead, Bulls, Hunter and 
Williams Family lines and their interconnections. 

Inspiration for title came from reading Great-Uncle Tom Hudgin's poem of McCain 
Reunion and Great-Uncle Jim McCain's letter to his sister, Anna, telling her of 
their father's death. I tried to arrive at a title encompassing the family names, but 
after many combination attempts which didn't seem right, I kept thinking of their 
references to the departure of their loved ones. Here in the south, rather than say 
someone died, it seems we prefer to say they passed away, went away or were called 
away. These like so many of our other regional colloquialisms are gradually disap­
pearing. I credit mass communications and human mobility improvements of the 
past 50 years with these changes in our expressions. I've heard my elders use all 
three of these terms many times in reference to someone's demise. I'm not sure, but 
perhaps they've been preferred because death sounds so final and we do believe it to 
be a transition rather than an ending. 
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PREFACE 

The compiled information on the Coffee and related families contained in this book 
represents others and my efforts to document and preserve records that have been 
collected over the years. I have been involved actively collecting the information 
contained herein for more than seven years. Much of the data on the past generations 
were collected earlier. Several others of the Coffee family have put together book­
lets, papers, etc. covering branches of the family to varying degrees. My goal was 
to combine earlier collected information on former generations with data I could ac­
cumulate on later and present generations in one volume. Herein is that effort. 

This originally was to be a short book dealing with the N. J. McCain family only. 
Then I somehow expanded to cover the other three daughters of John C. Coffee, sis­
ters of Rebecca (Coffee) McCain, and their families. Next I began to think that 
since I am a collateral descendant of Thomas Graves Coffee, I should also expand 
to show both lineages and bring the family down through the generations on both 
sides where possible. This brought in the Whitehead line and their descent from 
the Coffee as well as Bulls and Deans families. This is my third genealogical work, 
and quite probably my last, having earlier written "Haraways in America" and "Gris­
hams in East Lauderdale County", so I felt I should include as much of this informa­
tion as feasible and logical, so I began to bring other Coffee lines down. 

Much of the information on later generations was collected through oral communication 
and I sincerely apologize for any errors. Every effort was made to try to insure ac­
curacy but with a work of this scope I'm sure some still exist. 

As with my previous works, I again make no claim to being a professional writer or 
genealogist, but with a desire to preserve what has been collected to this point 
and my conscience saying, "You can do what needs to be done", I present you the fin­
ished product. 

The format is the same as the earlier books and was selected for simplicity in trac­
ing descent. The large number of entries would have made charts or scrolls so··buridle­
some as to be impossible to read easily. The number before each name indicates number 
of generations removed from the earliest proven progenitor. The McCain descendants 
are numbered beginning from John W. McCain. To calculate their descent from Peter 
Coffee, as are all the others of the Coffee line in this book, add 4 to their number 
in the McCain family records. This was done to avoid duplication on the same family 
as were the records of the descendants of John J. Crittenden and Prudence Ann Coffee. 
Then to connect the generations, for example, if you are a number 7, then the last 
preceding number 6 is your parents and the last preceding 5 before them is your grand­
parents, etc. Your children would then be numbered 8 following your entry and their 
children would be numbered 9, etc. 

It was with pleasure that I compiled this for a11 of us. I hope thAt you will find 
reason to refer to it frequently and that one or more of our progenies will someday 
have the desire and insight to take up where this ends and continue. I extend to 
that relative, perhaps yet unborn, my wishes for a successful addendum.

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THE PETER COFFEE FAMILY 

1. It has long been passed around among the Coffee descendants that Peter 
Coffee and his wife Susannah came from Ireland in 1750 and settled in Prince Ed­
ward County, Virginia. Through insight and access to the International Genealog­
ical Index at the library of the Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day Saints in 
Salt Lake City, Jolene Passey, a special friend as well as a distant cousin of 
mine on the Haraway/Harrower family line, was kind enough to search for some of 
my family names. In July 1990, when she and her husband Jim flew from their home 
in Ucon, Idaho, for a second visit with us in Alabama, she brought me a great sur­
prise---an IGI listing of Coffees showing three of Peter's and Susannah's children 
having been born in Overwharton Parish, Stafford County, Virginia, the first one in 
1741. This represented extraction from the original baptisimal records for Overwhar­
ton Parish and brought forth a new clue for hope of more information on Peter and 
Susannah. To add to this surprise she told me further research through some listings 
and abstracts of Stafford County had not yielded any Coffees or Coffeys, but one 
Susannah Cottey was listed in a transcription of Will Abstracts 1748-1763. She was 
listed as a daughter of William Mathews in his Will. We both felt this was enough 
to warrant my ordering a copy of the original Will of William Mathews from the Vir­
ginia State Archives in Richmond. There could have been an honest error made by 
whomever did these abstracts, especially with the hard-to-read script writing of the 
period. It took slightly over two months to get the copy which arrived Sep. 29, 1990. 
At first inspection of the copy of the Will which was very difficult to read indeed, 
I somewhat dissappointingly agreed that the name was Susannah Cottey. Then I decided 
to compare the doublet's to other t's and f's in the script. The f's had loops which 
these letters did not, but they were all single f's. I wondered how double f's might 
look and it wasn't until this time that it occurred to me to compare these f's with 
those in Stafford. My heart actually began to beat faster as I saw without doubt 
that they were exactly the same, without question. 

In addition to his daughter Susannah Coffey/Coffee to whom he willed two shillings 
and six pence, in full for her part of his estate, William Mathews also named five 
sons and one other daughter in his Will. To the other daughter, Mary Mathews, he 
left six pounds in full for her part of his estate. He bequeathed to each of his 
four sons, Samuel, Benjamin, James, and Philip, two shillings and six pence. To the 
fifth son, William Mathews, he left the rest of his estate, both real and personal, 
to him and his heirs forever. He signed his Will with his mark dated 12th day of 
March, 1757, recorded Will Book O, pp. 343-344. A copy of the Will is on the next 
page. 

At a Court held for Stafford County the 9th day of May 1758, the aforegoing Will 
of William Mathews, deceased, was presented for probate. From these dates we can 
narrow the time of his death. In the Will no mention is made of a widow or the 
counties of residence of any of the children. Whether Susannah and Peter Coffee 
had already removed to Prince Edward County cannot be determined with this document. 

Peter Coffee left a Will dated Jan. 31, 1771, which was recorded in Will Book 1, 
page 132, Prince Edward County, Virginia. He stated he lived in the Parish of St. 
Patrick and was in a very sick and low condition, but of perfect mind and memory. 

After the usual statement of debts to be paid first, he left to his wife the land 
and plantation on which he then lived, together with the several stock of horses, 
cattle, hogs, and sheep then belonging to him, and other moveable effects, during 
her widowhood or well managing of the same, but in case she prove careless or waste­
ful of the said effects, then his executors were to dispose of the said effects for 
the benefit of his surviving children. 
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WILL of WILLIAM MATHEWS 

In the name of GOD amen I William Mathews of the County of Stafford and 
Parish of Overwharton being infirm in body but of perfect and sound memory and cal­
ling to mind the uncertainty of this transitory Life am willing to settle and dis­
pose of what estate it has pleased GOD to endow me with do make this my last Will 
and Testament in the manner and form as follows. 

AND first I recommend my soul to GOD my Creator, and my body to the Earth 
to be decently entombed at the discretion of my Executor hereafter named. 

ITEM: My Will is that my just debts and funeral expenses shall be duly 
paid and satisfied. 

ITEM: I give and bequeath to each of my four sons Samuel, Benjamin, Janes, 
and Philip Mathews two shillings and six pence in full for their parts of my estate. 

ITEM: I give and bequeath to my Daughter Susannah Coffey two shillings and 
six pence in full for her part of my estate. 

ITEM: I give to my Daughter Mary Mathews six pence in full for her pare of 
my estate. 

ITEM: I give and bequeath to my beloved son William Mathews all the re:;t 
of my estate-both real and personal to him and his heirs forever. 

ITEM: I constitute and appoint my said beloved son William Mathews my whole 
and sole Ex. of this my last Will and Testament revoking all former wills by me made 
and in WITNESS whereof I have unto set my hand and Seal this 12th day of March Anno 
Dom(ini):1757.

The earliest record found for William Mathews in Stafford County was his inclus~on 
among the Tithables of Stafford County as a Tobacco Tender in Overwharton Parish 
in the year 1724. He is listed as head of household along with sons Samuel, James, 
and Benjamin as tending 18,535 plants. 
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He gave to his son William Coffee, 150 acres of land. To sons Peter and Joshua 
Coffee, he left 5 shillings sterling each. To daughters Catherine and Mary. he 
also left 5 shillings each. To daughter Hannah Weakley, he left 10 pounds at his 
daughter Bettie's death. To daughter Lydia, he left 15 pounds at daughter Bettie's 
death. To daughter Elizabeth "Bettie". he left the land and plantation where he then 
lived, at the death of his widow, for her natural life. At Bettie's death it was to 
be sold and all his legacies paid and if anything still left, such sum was to be eq­
ually divided between all his surviving grandchildren. 

He appointed his wife and son William as executors of his Will. 
Thomas Brooks, James Weakley, and Hannah Weakley, by her mark. 
Sep. 16, 1771.

Before moving too far down the generational line from Peter Coffee, I should mention 
that one other early Coffee record exists in Stafford County, Virginia, in Overwhar-
ton Parish, That is the marriage of Mary Coffey and James Kendal, recorded Feb. 25, 
1745. At first I thought this might be the widowed mother of Peter but then through 
records sent to me by Jolene Passey that were original LDS extractions from Overwhar­
ton Parish, Kendal children born to this union began to appear which darkened this 
theory and made it appear that Mary Coffey Kendal was more likely a sister to our Peter 
Coffee. However this hasn't been proved and this record is added because she is the 
only other Coffee or Coffey found during the period Peter was in Stafford County.

Elizabeth Woodson "Betsy" Coffee, born 1788, died 1852, married in 
Jan. 1808, Prince Edward County, Virginia, Stewart Jackson. The family is 
shown on the 1810 Prince Edward County Census.

Barnabas Bulls was probably born in Johnston County, North Carolina. His father, 
Henry Bulls, was in Johnston County by 1754, as evidenced by land patent mentioned 
in court record of division of land of Barnabas Bulls. He died in Johnston :o. 
before Jan. 11, 1814 when a court record shows the "Hire of Negroes" belongi:ig to 
the estate of Barnabas Bulls, deceased, Jan. 11, 1814 through Mar. 20, 1814. John­
ston County Inventory Estates 1814-1816, page 149b. 

Barnabas Bulls' wife, Elizabeth Deans, was probably born in North Carolina, 3lso. 
She died in Johnston County after Mar. 21, 1814 as proven by Widow's Allotme·:1.t­
Johnston County Inventory, Sales of Estates 1814-1816, pages 17a-17b and bef,re 
May 8, 1816, as proven by Johnston County Record of Estates 1816-1818, pp 26--27. 

Barnabas Bulls and Elizabeth Deans were married in Williamson County, Tennessee, 
where a license to marry was issued Aug. 18, 1813, Williamson County MarriaE.e 
Records, Book A-C. Dempsey Deans Bulls was their only child, born after his 
father's death. 

Dempsey Deans, Elizabeth's father, was in Williamson County, Tennessee by lf05 
(Williamson County Tax Book 1, 1800-1813) and Barnabas Bulls was on record the 
first time in 1808 as owner of 660 acres of land with Dempsey Deans as his c.gent 
and no Whites or Blacks living on the property. 1815 is the last time his ~ame 
appears on the tax list and by 1816, Dempsey Deans is gone from Williamson County. 
In Oct. 1821, the children of Barnaby Bulls petitioned the Williamson Count} Court 
to divide the land owned by their father (Minute Book 6, p. 377). 

Henry Bulls' Will is recorded in Will Book I, p 10, Johnston County, North Car­
olina, dated Oct. 1, 1787 and reads in part as follows: 
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In the name of God, Amen. The first day of October, 1787, I, Henry Bulls of 
Johnston County and the state of North Olrolina, being weak in body but of per­
fect mind and memory, thanks be given to God, therefore, calling to mind the 
weakness of my body and knowing it is appointed for all men to die: I do make 
and ordain this my last Will and Testament-that is to say principally and first 
of all-I give and recommend my soul unto the hands of God that gave it and my body 
I recommend to the earth to be buried in a decent Christian burial at the discre­
tion of my executors and as touching my worldly estate wherewith it hath pleased 
Almighty God to bless me in this life, I give and dispose of the same in the fol­
lowing manner and form: 

Item: I give and bequeath to my wife, IM:lry Bulls, three pounds forever. ----
Item: I lend to my beloved son, Barnabas Bulls, the manor plantation that I now 
live with 350 acres--------------during his natural life and after his decease I 
give to his heirs lawfully begotten, forever. I also give and bequeath unto my 
son, Barney, all my cedar casks and my whipsaw and my largest pot and four pewter 
plates and one basin and one scythe and all my plow hoes excepting one cutter, 
I gave to my son William and my Bible and one churn and all my gear and my old 
cart wheels and body and one broad axe and two grubbing hoes and my wide weeding 
hoe and one pair of small wedges to him and his heirs forever. 

Item: I lend to my beloved son, William Bulls, 400 acres of land lying up the swamp 
including the plantation formerly belonging to William Capse--------I also give and 
bequeath to my son William one Negro wench named Doll and her child Darkis and my 
rifle gun and my middle sized pot and four pewter plates and one basin and my small 
dish(disc) and my new pair of cart wheels and one slate and one cutter and my big 
iron wedge and two club axes and two weeding hoes to him and his heirs forever. 

Item: I give and bequeath to my beloved daughter, Elizabeth Talton, one horse called 
Prince and one cow and two feather beds that I lie one and one bolster two sheets 
one of them double wove and one counter pin and one bedstead and four pewter plates 
and my biggest dish and my frying pan and one wooling wheel to her and her heirs 
forever. 

Item: I give and bequeath to my beloved daughter Ester Bulls one horse called Trim­
mer and three cows and two calves and one two year old heifer and one bedstead and 
furniture and my small pot and my loom and all the gear belonging to it and four 
pewter plates and one dish to her and her heirs forever. 

Item: I give and bequeath to Rachel Bulls one shilling sterling to her and her 
heirs forever. 

Item: I give and bequeath to Zilphia Bulls 75 acres of land including the plantation 
that my son Henry Bulls formerly lived on and thirty shillings in hard money to her 
and her heirs forever. 

Item: I give and bequeath to Polly Bulls 75 acres of land joining the same tract 
that I give to Zilphia belonging to the same survey and also thirty shillings in 
hard money to her and her heirs forever. 

It is my will and desire that my tract of land that lies on the Watery Branch which 
contains 250 acres to be equally divided between my two daughters Elizabeth Talton 
and Ester Bulls, to them and their heirs forever. 

It is my will and desire that all my tools of all kind that have not been given 
away, and all my stock cattle that have not been given away, and all my stock 
of hogs and sheep and all my wearing clothes that I have not given away be equally 
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divided· between my two sons, William and Barney Bulls, and my spoon molds be 
kept for the use of all my children. 

It is my will and desire that my son, William Bulls, should collect all my debts 
that is due to my estate and for my two daughters, Elizabeth and Ester, to have 40 
shillings out of it and all my just debts and charges to be paid and then thE! over 
plush to be equally divided between my two sons, William and Barney. 

I likewise constitute, make and ordain my trusty and well beloved friends, Hardy 
Talton and Joseph Ingram my sole executors of this, my last Will and Testament---

Signed by his mark and witnessed by John Whitley and Benjamin _P ___ _ 
Admitted to Johnston County Record November term of 1787 by R. Sanders, Clerk. 

A report of the Committee on the division of the lands of Barnaby Bulls, dec1?ased, 
was presented to the "Worshipful Justices of the County Court of Johnston" on 
the 26th day of November 1814. The committee was comprised of John Atkinson, 
Braswell Bridges, and Needham Ingram.and reported that the lands had been su::veyed 
in their presence and contained 3069 acres. 

Henry Bulls, father of Barnabas "Barney" Bulls served as a soldier in the No-rth 
Carolina Militia. On Aug. 17, 1777, he was discharged from Capt. Lewis Brya~'s 
Company (3rd Co.) Johnston Co. N.C. Militia because of age and infirmities-­
"Johnston County North Carolina Court Martial Minutes, 1761-1779"·• He also 
rendered material aid to the Revolutionary War effort as evidenced by pay 
vouchers 0164 for one boar hog and ll's 51 and 249 for sundries not specified. 
Below are copies of Pay Vouchers 51 and 249. 
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Barnabas or Barney Bulls resided in Johnston County, North Carolina during 
the American Revolution and served in the County Militia as evidenced by 
Revolutionary War Pay Voucher 02129, Nevbern District, Johnston County lo­
cated in the North Carolina State Archives. A copy of the voucher is below.

Elizabeth Deans Bulls was the daughter of Dempsey Deans and Dorothy Davis. 
Dorothy was the daughter of James and Alice Davis. Dempsey was living in 
Wayne County, North Carolina in 1789 when he was named co-executor, along 
with his brother James, in the Will of his father, Daniel Deans. In 1790, 
Dempsey, James, and Elizabeth, their mother, were still living in Wayne County, 
but by 1800-01, Dempsey and his mother were in Tennessee. As mentionP.d earlier, 
Dempsey Deans first appears as a landowner in Williamson County, Tennessee, 
in 1805, but he is listed in "Early Tennessee Tax Lists" by Byron and Barbara 
Sistler, page 52, Deen, Demsey, Williamson County, 1801. Elizabeth is listed 
in the Williamson County Tax Book, 1800-1813, as a landowner in Williamson County 
in 1800. 

Daniel Deans was born in Virginia about 1750, served in the American Revolution, 
and moved to North Carolina about 1780. Daniel Deans' place of residence at 
the time of the Revolutionary War was Hampshire County, Virginia. He served 
as a corporal and as a sargeant in a company designated at various times as 
Capt. John Lewis's and Capt. Machem Brown's Company, 2nd Virginia State Reg­
iment, commanded successively by Col. Gregory Smith and Co. William Brent. 
He enlisted May 11, 1777, for three years and was discharged Nov. 20, 1779-­
"Vol. 9, p. 89 Record of Soldiers of Virginia, adjutant general's office". 

Daniel Deans' Will names sons Dempsey, James, George, Daniel, Bartholomew, and 
John Deans, and daughters Sarah, Elizabeth, _ar!isha, and Lidya, and his dearly 
beloved wife, but her given name not mentioned, dated March 24, 1789. James 
Davis and Charles Pope proved the Will. 

In July of the same year Dempsey and James Dean inventoried the estate of their 
father, Daniel Deans. Not often will these dated records copy well enough to 
include in a book, but as these were fairly clear, it was thought that those of 
you not familiar with the wording and difficulty in transcribing these old 
documents could better appreciate what goes intp extracting information for 
genealogical purposes. The following three pages comprise the ''Remaining 
Part of Daniel Dean's Inventory".

THE DREAM 

My grandparents' marriage was short, they lived together only nine months 
before he was drafted into the Army. He left for Army Camp in July, 1918. My 
Grandmother Vona was pregnant and could not visit him at the Army Camp before 
he left for France. They were not to see each other again. Within two years they 
both fell victims of the Flu.Epidemic of 1918, ~nd were dead .. For this reason I 
must tell about my Grandfather Bryan's "Dream11

• 

My Grandfather arrived in France just before the war ended, but he was on the 
battlefield long enough to become very ill with the flu. He was in an Army hospj.tal 
and became so sick he fell into a coma. The hospital attendants thought he was cead 
and placed a sheet over him, and were waiting for the undertakers to arrive, only 
to discover he was still alive. It was during the coma that me Grandfather had 
a Dream. He dreamed that there was a large thread that reached across the ocean 
and he walked this thread over the ocean home, When he got to his home, he couldn't 
find Vona anywhere. Finally one of his relatives told him that Vona had died. 
About this time he awoke from the coma. He knew in his heart that something had hap­
pened to Vona. In a few days he received a letter from his father, Chisholm C. But­
ler. He carried this letter around in his pocket for two weeks before he opened it. 
When he did open the letter what he feared was true, Vona had died. In fact, she was 
sick and had died about the time my Grandfather was sick and in the coma. Bryan re­
turned in April 1919. In nine months he was dead, the result of the flu he had in 
France. Bryan was buried in the Butlet Cemetery. Although they are not buried side 
by side, I believe they are together in heaven. I have the letter my Great Grand­
father wrote to my Grandfather Bryan about the death of my Grandmother, also somE! 
of the letters my grandparents wrote each other. Although I never saw my grand­
parents, I feel I know them through those letters, and I love them dearly, and hope 
to be with them in Heaven, someday.

Rebecca G. Williams was the daughter of Justinian Williams and his wife 
Elizabeth Hammond, whose marriage bond in Logan County, Kentucky was dated 
Feb. 16, 1811. Justinian Williams was born in Millwood, Virginia, in April 
1789, and while young migrated to Kentucky. After marrying there he moved to 
Howard County, Missouri, later to Cooper County, and settled at Boonville in 
the year 1818. In this year he located the first Methodist church in Cooper 
County, He was a cabinet maker by trade, and followed that business for sever­
al years, preaching and organizing churches at intervals. He was also the local 
preacher at Boonville for several years. In the year 1834 he built a steamboat 
called the "Far West" above the mouth of the Bonne Femme Creek, in Howard County, 
and was the commander of the same for some time. 1 

According to Methodist church records Justinian Williams professed religion 
about the age of twenty, was licensed to preach about two years later, and was 
ordained deacon 1819, by Bishop Roberts, and in 1823 was ordained elder by 
Bishop Soule. He was admitted on trial to the Missouri Conference in 1832. In 
1839 he was readmitted to the Tennessee Conference, and appointed to the Winchester 
Station; in 1840 to the Mt. Pleasant Circuit, and was returned in 1841; 1842 
he was appointed to the Franklin Circuit; 1843, 1844 was appointed to Florence 
and Tuscumbia; in 1845 to Decatur; to Pulaski in 1846; in 1847, to Chickasaw 
Circuit; after which he took a supernumerary relation, and so continued until 
his death in February 1859. 

Justinian Williams was the son of Ha?.eal Williams, who left his Will in 
Bath County, Virginia, recorded in Book 3, pages 191-193, and his wife, Mary 
Gore Hardy. They were married Feb. 13, 1778, in Montgomery County, Maryland, 
from where they first moved to Frederick County, Virginia, and later to Bath 
County, where Hazeal died. Children other than Justinian Williams named in his 
Will were: John H. Williams, Elisha Williams, Samuel L. Williams, Marcus Williams, 
the first mayor of Boonville, Missouri, later migrating to California during the 
famous goldrush where he died ca. 1860, Otho Williams, Anna Williams who married 
Jesse Davis, and Nancy Williams who married James Bruffy. 

1, History of Howard and Cooper Counties, Missouri, St. Louis Nat. Historic Co., 1883. 
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Hazeal Williams was the son of Elisha Williams, born ca. 1735, died Nov. 24, 
1812, Bath County, Virginia, and his wife Ann Swearingen, born ca. 1736, probably 
of Dutch descent as were the Swearingens of Montgomery County, Maryland. Elisha 
Williams was a justice and a member of the House of Delegates from Montgomery County, 
Maryland, in Revolutionary days and he removed from Maryland to Frederick County, 
Virginia, before the close of the Revolutionary War, probably in 1779. He was in 
Montgomery County, Maryland, as early as 1760, when on Jan. 3 of that year he re­
ceived patent for a tract of 224 acres that he called "Friend's Advice". In 1772, 
he received a patent for 1,258 acres, called "The Resurvey of Friend's Advice". 
Three years later he patented a 40 acre tract that he named "Williams' r.hoice". 2 Again in 1775 he received a patent for 184 acres called "The Beginning Resurveyed".

Before leaving the Williams family much credit is due A. M. Blackman, who 
did practically all this research and was kind enough to share his findings to 
include in this work. Clifford Haraway also sent Missouri information on Jus­
tinian Williams.

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EARLY McCAIN-McGAUGHEY RECORDS 

McCains or McKeans, whichever spelling as they seemed to have been pronounced the 
same were in the colonies long before the Revolutionary War. As early as 1730 
Susanna McCain left her Will in Chester, Pennsylvania. She was the grandmother 
of Thomas McKean, one of the signers of the Declaration of Independence. 

The McKeans/McCains were among the families which included McGaugheys, McCubbins, 
McSherrys, Hamiltons, Gettys, etc. who were recruited to Pennsylvania by Richard Penn 
to fight Indians in Marsh Creek (Gettysburg) , where Penn had a large section of land 
called The Manor of Masque. After years of fighting and receiving very little pay 
and no land which was their primary consideration, these people began migrating :o 
new lands. They appeared to have moved mostly southward, settling in Maryland and 
Virginia, eventually crossing over into the bordering counties of North Carolina, 
Many descendants still remain in these counties today, but from this center of 
McCains began the migration to the west and south into Tennessee and South Carol.Loa. 

The McCains and McGaugheys as referred to above remained in the same areas as well 
as travelled together to new frontiers. Church records as well as marriage reco·cds, 
Wills, deeds, etc, continually bear out this fact of their close relationship. Agnes 
McCain McGaughey (McGaughy) is an early example of this as verified in her Will left 
in York County, Pennsylvania dated 6 January l789. Almost one hundred years latar 
we still find the families McCain and McGaughey together in Lawrence County, Alabama, 
after their long, persevering migration south and then westward across half of Tannessee, 
turning southward again into north Alabama, coming as did so many other early settlers 
into north Alabama through the gateway area of the counties of Maury, Lawrence, ind 
Giles counties in Tennessee. 

John McCain, probably of the early North Carolina family, is first of record in Blount 
County, Tennessee, 15 March 1796, as a juror, Other records found for him and family 
in Blount County include: 
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13 Dec. 1796--John McCain recorded his mark as "two swallow forks". 

09 Oct. 1798--John McCain Will written this date, witnessed by Andrew Bogle 
and Joseph Findley, his brother-in-law, having married John's 
wife's sister. After this date but before 4 Nov. 1798, John 
McCain died. 

04 Nov. 1798--Will of John McCain probated, copy and transcription following 
pages. Named executors were John Kennedy, his brother-in-law 
and James McGaughey, his son-in-law. 

31 May 1799--lnventory of John McCain estate filed by John Kennedy in Court. 
A lengthy lawsuit followed as John McCain had signed as security 
for someone. His heirs refused to pay this debt of signature, 
however John 1 s widow and daughter received their portion of es­
tate 17 Mar. 1800. 

1801--Tax List shows John's widow, Nancy McKain in Captain Bogle's 
Company with 100 acres land and no white polls. It is in this 
and following tax lists that_ her name appears as Nancy, but she 
signed as Agness. 

22 Sep. 1817--Court ordered that trial be postponed until next term so that 
depositions could be obtained from Samuel and James Mcfaughey. 





27 Sep. 1825--Settlement of John McCain estate is finally completed and 
recorded, almost twenty-seven years after his death. 

WILL OF JOHN MCCAIN~-recorded in Blount County, Tennessee, Will Record 42, 
filed 26 Nov. 1798, written 9 Oct. 1798, probated 4 Nov. 1798: 

In the name of God Amen, I, John McCain of the County of Blount and the State 
of Tennessee being of sound and perfect mind and memory do this ninth day October 
in the year of our Lord one thousand seven hundred and ninety eight make and pub­
lish this my Last Will and Testament in the following manner. 

First I recommend my soul to God that Gave it and my Body to be decently bu~ied. 

2nd- I bequeth to my Dearly Beloved Wife-Agness one horse saddle and Bridle, 
one cow and spining Wheel and all the Houshold furniture, and also A descent li·1-
ing upon the plantation I now live on while she remains a widdo. 

3d- I bequeth to my son John all that part of my land that lys on the south side 
of the Branch, and the young mear and one two year old heffer. 

4d- I bequeth to my son Eli all that part of my land that lys on the north side of 
the Branch and one two year old heffer. 

Sd- I bequeth to my son James one fifth part of the value of all my land after the 
price of Entring is reduced from it. 

6d- I bequeth to my son Robert one fifth part of the value of all my land after the 
price of Entring is reduced from it. 

7d- I bequeth to my son William one fift part of the value of all my land E1fter the 
price of Entring is reduced from it. 

James, Robert, and William to be reased and schooled in the place and paid their 
parts by John and Eli. 

The rest of my stock and empliments of Husbandry and crop to be for the use of 
reasing and schooling the Children except what will pay my debts. I do ordain and ap­
point my trusty friends John Kennedy and James McGaughey Execators of this my Last 
Will and Testament and I, John McCain do sign and seal this my Last Will and T,?stament. 
Witness my hand and seal the day and date above written in presence of:

The settlement of the estate of John McCain was filed 27 September 1825 with the 
amount of the property vaule at $263.50. Seven vouchers were signed by the di.vis-
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ers of the estate as follows: 

Agness McCain received her part 17 Mar. 1800. 
Robert McCain received his part 8 Dec. 1819. 
John McCain received his part 5 Aug. 1806. 
James McGaughey received his wife's part of her father's estate 17 March 1800. 
Eli McCain received his part 10 March 1809, 
James McCain received his part 27 May 1809. 
William McCain received his part 19 September 1825. 

A copy of John McCain's original Will is on page l07. 

In the vertical file in Union County Library, Monroe, North Carolina under heading 
McCain, Maclin, McKean there is information showing John McCain as the son of Robert 
McKean, died ca. 1789, York County, Pennsylvania. His Will was also witnessed by 
James McGaughey. This Robert is listed as being one of the sons of Alexander Mc­
Kean, born ca. 1680, Londonderry, Ireland, who migrated to York Co. ca. 1718. Two 
other sons mentioned for this Alexander McKean were Hugh who also had a son John who 
died in York County, Pa., 1763, and Alexander McKean, Jr., said to have died ca. 1780 
in Frederick County, Maryland. 

Eli McCain, some say born 18 June 1786, however, I think he was born earlier or 
else he would have been mentioned in his father's Will differently. By this I 
mean similar to the younger boys as Eli would have only been 12 years old at the 
time his father made his Will if the 1786 birthdate is correct. From the bequeath 
made to him, I believe he had already reached manhood. Eli probably was born in 
North Carolina as his sister Margaret (McCain) McGaughey answered the 1850 Lawrence 
County, Alabama census as born in North Carolina. 

Eli McCain married in Rutherford County, Tennessee, 5 Nov. 1804, Polly M. McGaughey, 
the daughter of William McGaughey, Revolutionary War soldier, and his wife Elizabeth 
Lackey. Some records say William McGaughey was the son of William McGaughey and 
Mary------,----' who came from Ireland to Pennsylvania with the McKean/McCain 
family. William McGaughey, born 1740, died after 1812, Maury County, Tennessee, 
and Elizabeth Lackey, born 1742, died 1804, were the parents of: 

George W. McGaughey-captain in 27th Regiment 1808, signed petition to organize 
Mau~y County, Tennessee in 1807. 

Samuel McGaughey-born 1763, died 1841, married Jane Laughlin. 

Agnes McGaughey-born 1765, married Archibald Alexander. 

Margaret McGaughey-born 1767, married David Robinson. 

Polly M. McGaughey-married 1804, Rutherford County, Tennessee, Eli McCain. 

Elizabeth McGaughey-married William Johnston. 

William McGaughey, Jr.-born 1773, died ca. 1820, married Margaret Boyd. 

Anne McGaughey-married Williams. --------
James Harvey McGaughey-married 12 April 1798, Margaret McCain, sister of Eli McCain. 

He served in Capt. Jas. McMahan's Co., War of 1812. He was 
executor of the Will of John McCain, his father-in-law. 
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The ages of the McGaughey children also indicate to me that Eli McCain was born 
earlier than 1786. Exactly where Polly fits in among the children is not certain, 
but from the known birth years for some of the children, indications are that she 
would have been born prior to 1786 and most likely she was younger than her husband 
Eli McCain, 

To continue with the family of James Harvey McGaughey and his wife Margaret McCain 
as their children would have been double first cousins to the children of Eli McCain 
and Polly McGaughey, they are also found in Lawrence County, Alabama. Orphan's Court 
Minutes, Book F, page 176, Sep. 1839, lists the legatees of James H. McGaughey, deceas­
ed, as John M. McGaughey, William M. D. McGaughey, Alfred D. F. McGaughey, Eli A. Mc­
Gaughey, and Samuel M. McGaughey, and the widow Margaret McGaughey. Margaret McGaughey 
answered the 1850 Lawrence County census as born North Carolina, again 1860, aged 81 
years, and finally in 1870 census, aged 91 years. 

Of the children of James Harvey McGaughey and Margaret McCain: 

John M. McGaughey, born 8 Mar. 1799, married 15 Dec. 1823, Mary Oglesby. They had 
at least one daughter Elizabeth, born 1829, married James Madison Trice, son of James 
Albert Trice, born 11 Oct. 1783, Hanover County, Virginia, lived in Madison and later 
Lawrence Counties, Alabama, and his wife Rhoda Smith, born 9 Mar. 1791, married 28 Nov. 
1812, the daughter of Noah Smith who died in Roane County, Tennessee. Jas. A. Trice 
died 1853, Rhoda died 1864, and both are buried at Verona, Mississippi. 

Eli A. McGaughey, died 1809, aged 63, married (1) Rebecca Stewart. They were mem­
bers of the Cumberland Presbyterian Church. Rebecca died in 1849 and he married (2) 
Mrs. Mary Russell. Eli and his first wife had a large family-seven children reaching 
maturity. Among them was Robert D. McGaughey, born Lawrence County, Alabama, lS May 
1839, moved to Jefferson County, Arkansas in 1857 where he later enlisted in Confeder­
ate States Army (CSA) May 1861, Co. E, 6th Arkansas Infantry and served until surrender 
at Greensboro, North Carolina, 2 May 1865. After the war he returned to Alabama, stayed 
,about a year, marrying 24 Oct. 1865, Josephine Stephenson. She died in Jefferson 
County, Arkansas 15 May 1875. He married (2)12 Jan. 1876, Ida J. Cherry. She dj.ed and 
he married (3) 19 May 1887, Mamie E. Stephenson, sister of his first wife. He had two 
daughters from first marriage. From his second marriage there were three children, 
Edward D. McGaughey, Floy E, McGaughey, and Harry G. McGaughey. There was one son 
born to third marriage, Robert Earl McGaughey. 

Eli McCain, also spelled McKean, was commissioned in the 27th Regiment in 1814 Militia 
in Maury County, Tennessee. He deeded land 20 Dec. 1817, for a meeting house on 
Little Bigby Creek to William Mack, John J. Zollicoffer, and Adam R. Alexander. By 
1818 he was selling land on Little Bigby Creek in Maury County to William A. Maxwell 
before leaving for Lawrence County, Alabama. He appears on the 1820 and 1830 censuses 
of Lawrence County and there married (2) 17 Oct. 1833, Sarah Hutson. 

The Eli McCane(McCain) family is shown on the 1820 Lawrence County census, page 23, 
as follows: 1 male over 21, 2 males under 21, 1 female over 21, 5 females under 21, 
and no slaves. One of the under ·21 .males would have been our John W, McCain. Wil­
liam·McCane is also shown in the 1820 census with no children or slaves. 

The following four pages are copies of records of land acquired by Eli McCain in Lawrence 
County, Alabama, as shown on the map, and sale of land to James B. McGaughey, as cover-
ed in pages 114-115 of Deed Book. These documents were collected and contributed by 
Donald McCain.

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From "Early Churches of Alabama" in the Lawrence County section is listed Rock Springs 
Mitchell Memorial Presbyterian Church, U. S. A., located one mile from Mt. Hope, Ala­
bama. Under description is the following: 

Organized in 1817, this church is thought to have been the first church established 
in Lawrence County. Among the pioneer families who founded this church were those of 
Stephenson, McGaughey, McCord, and Martin. Samuel McGaughey made available a log 
cabin on his property for use as a church. The building was located near a bountiful 
spring and the church with its "small but spirited congregation 11 became known as the 
Rock Creek Presbyterian Church. Organized as a Cumberland Presbyterian Church, it became 
a Presbyterian Church, U. S. A., in 1906. 

The first site of the church was three miles west of the present building. The first 
minister was James Stewart, with John Stephenson as h i.s alternate. In 1825 John 
Stephenson became the minister. Two of the earliest elders were Eli McCane and W. M. 
McGaughey. The old record states that in 1839 the cl1urch was moved to its present forty 
acre site. 

Certification of special election held in Lawrence County, Alabama, May 12, 1828, 
listed 86 voters in the Mount Hope District. The following voters, with probable con­
nections to our family, and their assigned numbers were included in that list of 1828:

To further the validity of our family of McCains claim to descending from Eli Mc-
Cain, son of John, Robert Donald McCain mailed me a copy of papers written by his 
mother, Irene Howard McCain, which she titled "Family Records 11 and dated Jan. 3, 1969. 
She was only two months away from being 79 years of age at that time, and lived with 
a good memory until Jan. 22, 1985. As Donald stated, she both knew and associated 
with friends and relatives who personally knew family members who were born in the 
1820's and 1830 1 s. She married Robert Newton McCain, Dec. 18, 1912, and was inter­
ested in family and preservation of records which she exhibited by her own handwriting. 

Under heading of 11McCains" she wrote that John McCain who married Lou Hunter was the 
son of Eli McCain who married Margaret McGaughey. Here again, we find the discrepancy 
of her name, but I think little doubt is left that John McCain was the son of Eli 
McCain and his marriage to one of the McGaugheys. She had sections for other family 
lines including her own McCracken-Capshaw-Simpson-Howard descent. Also she had a 
listing of the children of Newton Jasper and Rebecca Coffee McCain and their birthdate~ 
possibly copied from the original in Newton J.~ own handwriting mentioned later. 
Just as I personally saw that piece of paper at the home of Uncle Jim and Aunt Mamie 
McCain containing N.J.'s writing but now can't ever retrieve except by memory, Aunt 
Irene, being a woman of wisdom and knowing that someday someone would want to know 
even if not at that time, embraced her family with these family facts. From these 
family records, we continue our story and legend. 
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JOHN WASHINGTON McCAIN in LAWRENCE and COLBERT COUNTIES, ALABAMA 

1. John W. McCain, born Tennessee 1805 according to age given on censuses of 
both 1850 and 1860, Franklin County, Alabama, is our earliest proven McCain ancestor. 
There is no doubt in the writer's mind as of this writing that John W. was the .. son of 
Eli McCain who went from Tennessee to Lawrence County, Alabama as detailed in the 
early records section of this work, but the fact remains that this has not been 
proven through documents. It has been handed down through our family generations 
that this is our lineage, and also written to this same effect by Mr . .J. c. Stephenson 
in his account of McGaughey family records. 

There are McCain researchers, not of our immediate family, who base part of there dis­
pute of John W. McCain as a son of Eli on the fact that Mr. Stephenson erred in stating 
that Eli McCain married Margaret McGaughey rather than Polly M.(probably Mary) McGaughey, 
her sister. Some of his confusion may come from the fact that Margaret McCain, sister 
of Eli, married James Harvey McGaughey, brother of the above named McGaughey sisters. 
There is much similarity in names in these records, which no one can dispute. I strong­
ly feel that John W. McCain was the oldest child of Eli McCain and his wife Polly M. 
McGaughey. He was born in the year following their marriage which is recorded in 
Rutherford County, Tennessee, 5 Nov. 1804. 

From "Life and Legend of Lawrence County, Alabama" and copy from "Moulton Advertiser" 
dated 17 January 1846 comes the following advertisement: 

"Taken up by John W. McCain, living one mile south of Byler's Turnpike, one brown 
horse, about 11 years old, both hind feet and right front foot white, blind in one 
eye, about 14½ hands high appraised at $15.00."

From this record we can see that John McCain's first wife is already deceased. There 
also could have been children older than Mary who were already out of his household. 

By the time of the 1860 census John W. McCain had married Louisa E. "Lou" Hunter, 
who according to her age would have been born 1833. The Franklin County Census of 1860 
lists the family in Lagrange District as follows:

From the preceeding we can see the last three children as being those of John W. McCain 
and his second wife, Lou Hunter. Aunt Ernestine (Haraway) Hannah has record that was 
dictated to her by her mother, Justin W. (McCain) Haraway, the daughter of Newton J. 
McCain, to the effect that her father, Newton J. McCain, had a brother named George. 
A George McCain married Sarah G. Phillips in Lauderdale County, Alabama, Dec. 16, 1847. 
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He would haye to have been an older child of John Washington McCain, which would have 
made him·a half-brother of Newton J~sper McCain. This is entire~y possible. There is 
also speculation that Lou (Hunter) McCain maFried after John's death. If this happen-
ed then there were probably children from that marriage who would also have been half­
siblings with a different surname, possibly Hall. No later record fbr her has been found. 

Several of us have tried to unravel what happened to the family between 1860 and 1870, 
when the family is separated. Unquestionably John W. McCain died. Newton J. and his 
sister Mary C. "Mollie" are in different households in Lauderdale County, Alabama, and 
their sister Sallie Ann "Annie" is in Tishomingo County, Mississippi.

The transcribed census shows J. N. McKane as head of household 489, but this proved to 
be a transcription error when checked against microfilm of original census. From this 
we can see that Newton J. McCain was living in the household of his future wife, Rebec-
ca Goodlet Coffee, and making it on his own at age 13. A. M. Coffee, the third and last 
wife of John C. Coffee, step-mother to his four daughters, happened to also be the aunt 
of Newton Jasper McCain, which probably accounts for his being in that household. A. M. 
Coffee was born Anna Moriah Hunter, sister of Louisa (Hunter) McCain. This will be dealt 
with more fully in Hunter family section.

Her tombstone reads Mollie C.--wife of J. W. Williamson, born July 5, 1854, died 
Feb. 28, 1887.

They are bur­
ied in Oak Grove Cemetery as mentioned above, with three infant children--son born May 31, 
1883; Little Randell, born June 4, 1884, died Sep. 27, 1884; and Clarence Newton Jourdan, 
born May 26, 1887, died Aug. 23, 1887. Their only child to reach adulthood was a daughter 
named Annie Elma, born Dec. 26, 1885, died Apr. 21.

J. C. Stephenson wrote in his book, "J. W. Jourdan was born near Bay Springs, Tishomingo 
County, Mississippi, Jan. 3, 1858, educated in public schools of the county, and at high 
school taught by Professor Carmack at Jacinto, Mississippi, After leaving school ie 
taught for three years. He was elected County Superintendent of Public Schools. 

He was graduated from Southern Business School at Louisville, Kentucky, in 1881 with 
distinction. He returned to Iuka where he entered the mercantile business, where ne 
has been a success ever since. He married Miss Anna McCain in 1882. The Loan and 
Insurance Business Company secured the services of Mr. Jourdan as their agent in 1390. 
In the year 1897 he resigned that position to accept the agency of the Tishomingo 3avings 
Institution, Iuka, Miss. Mr. Jourdan has managed the bank successfully ever since. Un­
der his management the institution has grown and prospered beyond the most sanguine 
expectations of its stockholders. During the time he has been conducting the busi~ess 
of the bank, he has traded largely in real estate, both in the country and in Iuka. 
He has been very successful in accumulating a nice fortune. He is now said to be the 
largest real estate owner and the largest taxpayer in the county. Some syndicates north, 
being aware of the ability and judgement of Mr. Jourdan, engaged him as their agent to 
conduct their business in different parts of the Union. Mr. Jourdan has made consider­
able money in these agencies. He is an extensive merchant and banker at Iuka, Miss. 
He is a benevolent, useful citizen. There were born unto him and his wife Anna Mc:::ain, 
four children. Three of them died in infancy. Miss Annie Elma, only daughter of J. W. 
Jourdan and his wife Anna McCain, is a beautiful young lady just come to womanhood. 
Miss Annie has had fine opportunities. She is an intelligent and attractive young lady. 
She is a recent graduate of Randolph Macon College for Women, of Virginia. She is 
justly styled the "Belle of Iuka'. 11 

Mr. Stephenson also wrote of Newton McCain, the son of John McCain and his wife Miss 
Lou Hunter, in that he married Miss Coffee, a daughter of the late John Coffee. Newton 
is a farmer and lives in Lauderdale County, Alabama. He and his wife have a family of 
several children. They live near the old Coffee home on Bluewater Creek not far from 
the canal.

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William Riley McCain, son of John W. McCain is buried in the Aycock Cemetery, near 
Saint's Crossroads in Franklin County, Alabama. He and his first wife, Lavinia, were 
the parents of at least four children---1) William James "Will" McCain who married 
Miss Lillie Stout, Dec. 12, 1894, Colbert County, Alabama. To the union of Will and 
Lillie were born Price McCain, who at 22 years of age married May 4, 1935, Lucille 
Aycock, aged 18. Will and Lillie also had two daughters, Maude and Lassie who both 
married men by the name of Carr. Robert D. and Eloise McCain visited with Price Mc­
Cain, aged 77, and two of his nieces, both daughters of Maude McCain Carr, Vera Jones 
and Opal Ross, Mar. 29, 1990. They had an exchange of family stories and found that 
their granddaddies, William Riley McCain and Newton Jasper McCain, who were half-broth­
ers, were similar in manner and disposition in many ways. The other three children 
of William Riley and Lavinia McCain were 2) John McCain who died young and is buried 
at the Aycock Cemetery, 3) Abagail McCain who married J. W. McCollum, and 4) Thomas 
Richard McCain. 

R. B. Grainger, grandson of Thomas Richard McCain, furnished the following listing of 
Dick McCain's children to Hildred McCain Porter in 1981.

R. B. Grainger died Nov. 19, 1989, only two days after his mother, and was buried at 
Tri-Cities Memorial Gardens, Florence, Ala. Survivors listed were daughter, Martha 
Howard of Muscle Shoals; and sons, Rodney Lee Grainger of Buckeye, Arizona, and Rick 
Grainger of Florence, Ala., and two grandchildren. His age was given as 65. 

Robert Donald McCain attended the funeral of Mossie (McCain) Grainger and met some of 
the descendants of William Riley McCain, half brother of Newton Jasper McCain, for the 
first time. He invited them to our family reunion the following June. Vera Jones and 
Opal Ross, who are sisters and descendants of William James McCain, son of William 
Riley McCain, and Wade Kerby, who descends from Thomas Richard McCain, son of Wi1liam 
Riley McCain, and his wife Gloria Kerby came to our June 1990 McCain Family Reunion. 
This was probably the first such reunification of this extended family since sometime 
before 1860, when the family was scattered at the death of John W. McCain. Ruby McCain 
Carter and her son and his family came from Huntsville to this same reunion. They 
descend from Hugh McCain of North Carolina, brother of John McCain of Blount County, 
Tennessee. This carried the reunification back by probably another 100 years. Vera 
and Opal had not met Wade and Gloria before and none of them knew of our McCain family 
in Lauderdale County before Donald told them of our "clan".

Lexington, Ala. Rt#l 
Aug. 17th 1926 

Mrs. A. L. Hudgins Richardson, Texas 

Dear Annalee, 
I have gotten so far behind and so many nice letters I fear I will never catch 

up. I will have to use a shotgun prescription or like the fellow that slung his gun 
around so as to scatter his shot. I will have to skip around and answer as best: 
can. There has been so many going in and out and so many little things to do it :.ook­
ed like I never would get through. The garden had grown up with weeds and grass. I 
had to clean it out and plant some fall vegetables and finish up my crop. We hav~ a 
very fine prospect for a fine cotton crop, corn's not so good. We have a fine pr,Jspect 
for a hay crop. We are needing rain. This has been a very dry summer with us al:hough 
we have had plenty of beans, peas, cabbage, tomatoes and potatoes. We are still ~ac­
ing off those two rows in the garden-you know how we went for them while you were here. 
We sure did miss you so much it was so lonesome every body in his crop scattered 3-

round over the place and poor Blanch was left at the house by herself. It seems like 
your mother is off visiting and will be in soon. I know better but I can't help feel­
ing that way. There is so many thing that comes up if I go to church she is not Nith 
me. You know she loved to go to church and to see her neighbors--especially the sick. 
She was the best in this community to visit the sick, by the help of the lord I am wil­
ling to submit to his will although it seems hard to bear. 

Well I must tell you about my trip to Athens to a singing convention and to see 
Dr. and Mrs. Estis our dear and beloved friends. They were so glad to see Jim and 
myself. There was in our bunch Ed Campbell, Johnnie Haraway, Jim and myself. We 
stayed in Athens from ten o'clock until five o'clock in the afternoon and arived at 
7:50 P.M. I saw lots of fine cotton on my trip some good corn and a very fine road 
or pike. There is a great improvement in that stretch of cuntry since I passed 
through last. 

Well we had a big day in Lexington friday. We had speeches from 10:30 A.M. 
to 4 o'clock in the afternoon. It was community meeting. The state health officers 
examined the school children. We had speeches on health and religion and on far~ing 
by the county agent. And ball game at 4:30 to wind up with. We had plenty of fine 
barbacue and stew for the folks and the dogs and some left-ice cream and cold drjnks. 

Well Clifford you must read this letter and parden me for not writing you Eoon­
er. This is for the family. Please accept it as such. I appreciated your kind and 
good letter so much. I hope you will meet with success through life and be a goc,d 
man a Christian man. Its more to us than every thing else. Tell Shorty I hope he 
has got in a good youmer by this time. We were over to see Mose and Justin last 
Sunday. They were doing fine went over with Jourdan. We are looking for Minor and 
Ada up this week. They sent us word by Richard. Now don't wait on me to answer write 
when you can. With best wishes and much success for all of you. We are all wel: .. 
Remember us in your prayers. With much love to all.

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I REMEMBER-­
(MEMORIES OF MY CHILDHOOD) 

Erlean L. Condley 

Can you younger generations imagine being without television, or even radio (that 
came before television)? I remember my younger brother, Pearson, making a crystal 
radio set with ear phones. Of course, only one person could hear at a time. 

Can you imagine no automobiles or airplanes? Our travel was by horse and buggy, 
wagon, or train. My best friend's father was among the first in our town to own 
a car, and he would take us driving through the country on Sunday afternoons. We 
were on "Cloud Nine", as it were. 

Well, the above were my childhood days, quite a change from these high-tech, computer 
days. 

I REMEMBER ........ . 
- One of my earliest recollections is, living with Uncle Neal and Aunt Lutie's 

family on the old Floyd farm, which is now Restland Memorial Cemetery. I remember 
sleeping on a trundle bed, moving to Richardson when my mother remarried. I was four 
years old, and they say I told everyone that "me and mama got married". We came by 
horse and buggy to the house I now live in (as of May, 1988). 

- My first recollections of my grandparents, Newton and Rebecca McCain, were 
when my mother and I made a trip to Alabama to visit them in the early 1900's. We 
went by train, the Cotton Belt Line, from Plano, Texas, to Memphis, Tennessee, where 
we had to change trains, requiring an overnight lay-over. We spent the night in a 
small hotel near the train station. We went on from Memphis to Florence, Alabama, 
where some of our relatives met us. This was my first train ride. 

My grandparents lived in a house (might have been a log house) with a breeze­
way between the two front rooms. I think it was near Cross-Roads. 

Jim Brown, my mother's brother, was about my age and we had a good time playing 
under the large trees. Some of the trees, or bushes, had what was called ink balls 
on them. Jim and I beat them into a pulp, making ink. We really messed up our clothes 
with that ink. 

Ada and Minor Haraway lived close to my grandparent's place, we had to go down 
a long lane. Jim and I loved to walk that lane with sticks in our hands, striking at 
objects and pushing them along the way. 

Living so far from my grandparents, it was not my privilege to see much of them 
or to be with them. My grandmother visited us in Texas one time when I was a child. 
I have treasured a glass dish that she gave to me then. My grandmother visited with 
us again after I married. I have a four generation picture--my grandmother, my mother, 
me, and my first child, Anna. 

- We often visited with my mother's relatives--Uncle Park and Aunt Jennie Grissom 
families, and some of the Van and Kate Coffee families. They all lived on Spring Creek 
farms. Then, it seemed many miles from us, but not so far now. In fact, now it is all 
incorporated into our city, Richardson. We went in our buggy that had a back folding 
seat. We kids would ride backwards with our feet hanging out back, dragging corn cobs 
tied on long strings along the country roads, which were usually full of weeds between 
the deep wagon ruts. Sometimes, we lost our cobs in these weeds and ruts. We visited 
these relatives on special days--Christmas, Thanksgiving, and in the summer time. Their 
tables were loaded with good things to eat raised on their farms. Aunt Jennie and Uncle 
Park Grissom had a large round dining table with an elevated center for the food, that 
rotated. We kids really kept it spinning. 
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- Church~ was a "family affair" with us--how could I forget it! I can't 
even remember when I started. We were taken as small children and grew up in the 
church. I made a public profession of faith and joined the Cumberland Presbyterian 
Church when I was nine years old. This was during a summer Revival Meeting (special 
children's service) under a brush arbor back of the church. In those days we didn't 
have electric fans, much less air-conditioning, in our churches. We opened all the 
windows and doors, and fanned ourselves with paper fans. 

We attended Community Revivals--called "Protracted Meetings". The four churches 
of our small town came together for these services two weeks each summer. They were 
held under large tents and were often called "tent meetings". 

We often attended "camp meetings" at a summer camp ground on White Rock Creek 
near us. I am so thankful for that early training, and have never departed from it. 

- ~ Singing was also a "family affair" in our home as we gathered around the 
instrument to sing hymns on Sunday afternoons and other times. My older sister, Rosa, 
was the first accompanist and I followed her. I learned to play, first, on an old 
pump organ. My mother bought a piano later. I walked miles out into the country to 
take my first music lessons. 

- I started my education by going to kindergarten in a two-story house which is 
now a historical landmark in our city. This school was across town from us which seemed 
a long way to a beginner, but is very close now. I would always take the short-cut, 
crossing a deep ditch and the railroad track, (not at the proper crossing). On cold 
frosty days this was harder, but always fun. 

- Christmas was largely a "family affair"--we never had a Christmas tree in our 
house, but there was always a community tree at the church and families took their 
family gifts there. One gift per person was all we could afford in those days. We 
hung our stockings at home on Christmas Eve for Christmas candy and fruit which were 
rare treats at our house. We enjoyed "get-togethers" with relatives at Thanksgi·1ing 
and Christmas. Back then we never had Christmas until Christmas time ----~and·then , ----most of our gifts were homemade. Now, Christmas has become so commercialized that we 
are tired out before it gets here. We had all our Christmas activities--church, par­
ties in homes, etc. in what we called Christmas Week--from Christmas Eve through New 
Year's Day. 

- Cotton Picking was also a "family affair" in my childhood days. We lived in the 
midst of the blackland cotton farms. My mother and we children all went to the fields 
to pick when the crops were ready, staying out of school until the last boll was picked, 
Papa was always busy in his Blacksmith Shop. We children didn't get the money we made 
to spend as we pleased. It went into the family purse to help provide for our l~rge 
family. 

- We children loved to visit Papa's Blacksmith Shop, and watch him at work mak-
ing horse shoes, shoeing horses, sharpening plow shares, fixing wagons, and buggy wheels, 
etc. We loved to watch the fire burn, see Papa heat the metals red hot in the fire, put 
it on the anvil and hammer it into shape. 

- My Mother's quilt making is something I could never forget. She had one in the 
making at all times, either piecing or quilting. In those days, homemade quilts were 
our main bed cover. The colder it got, the more quilts we piled on our beds--but those 
quilts were more than just patchwork, they held memories as they were scraps of material 
from which our dresses, etc. were made. I still have some of her quilts which are trea­
sured memories of her and my childhood days. 
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Edith (Haraway) Prince's Childhood Memories of Relatives' Visits 
1988 

Among the things that fascinated me most when I was growing up were visits from 
relatives. I liked to listen to them talk with my mother and Cousin Ada Haraway, 
who was more like a sister to Mama than her cousin. Neither of them had a sister 
living in Alabama. Mama's two older sisters and Cousin Ada's only sister had 
moved west to Texas and later Aunt Lutie Grissom moved to Oklahoma. 

Cousin Bell Holt would come by buggy to visit Cousin Ada and they would come to 
our house for a "spend the day" visit. I only remember Cousin Ada's father, 
Uncle Park Grissom, coming for one visit. We went to see him at Blanche Harvey's, 
Cousin Ada's oldest daughter. Cousin Sallie Bridges, who was Uncle Park's sister, 
was there-the only time I ever saw her. 

Gussie Campbell, better known to us as "Auntie", was Grannie McCain's sister who 
lived in Texas. It seemed that when Auntie came for a visit, things never turned 
out her way. The first visit I remember her making was in horse and buggy days. 
Granddaddy had two buggies. Grannie and Auntie traveled in one and he in the other. 
Auntie insisted that she always do the driving. The next visit I remember her making, 
she came with her daughter, Gussie and her husband, Mr. Black.man. They bought some 
blackberries and Cousin Ada and Gussie were going to make some "quick-type" jam. 
They were not making it the way Auntie thought they should so she got mad and went 
to bed. They later came up home and Gussie, Mama and her brothers went to the old 
Coffee Cemetery without Auntie. She went to bed again! 

Cousin Tom Coffee who lived in Texas made one visit that I remember. He visited 
around with all his relatives while he was here. He came to our house for several 
days. He was a person who found things to do. He made Mama a churn dasher, repaired 
some chairs, and hung the washstand door that had come off. 

I only remember Aunt Lutie coming back twice. Lila and Myrtle who were both young 
came with her on the first visit. The thing that stands out in my mind is playing 
in the "playhouse" with Myrtle. She made a churn from chips from the wood pile. We 
had to keep water in the churn for it to stay together. We used lye soap in the 
water to churn and of course the suds substituted for butter. 

Aunt Lutie came alone for her next visit. I was quite a bit older. It was in Au­
gust and the family was giving Grannie a surprise birthday dinner. Poor Aunt Ethel 
was having a time keeping Grannie from coming to her house. Uncle Park was cooking 
a pot of mutton for the dinner. When we topped the hill Grannie and Aunt Ethel were 
down in the road halfway between their houses. When we got there, Grannie went back 
with us. She was miserable because she didn't know what was going on. When we got 
to the house she looked up and saw a wagon load of people coming. It was Cousin 
Minor Haraway, his family, and some others. Grannie said, "Oh, my goodness it's 
a wagon full of people, both black and white". A black lady who knew Grannie when 
she lived in the Crossroads area was with them--Aunt Beck was what Cousin Ada called 
her. We had all brought dinner and Grannie finally settled down and really enjoyed 
the day. 

Aunt Anna came for a visit from Texas with Clifford and Shorty when the boys were young. 
They came by train to Sheffield and then to Cousin Ada Coffee's in Florence, which 
was headquarters for travelers. They left Florence by bus and Aunt Anna told the 
driver they were going to Crossroads. The driver asked if she meant Elgin. She 
told him she didn't know about Elgin but as they were approaching Elgin she saw 
Granddaddy and knew that was the right place. Then Aunt Anna and the boys came 
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by buggy down to Uncle Robert's and our house. On the way to our house they turned 
over in the buggy between where Newton lives and our house. Grannie and Granddaddy 
were along in the other buggy. 

Grannie's first ride in a car was in a Model T. We were at a Christmas dinner 
at Uncle Jordan's. Cousins George and Lillie Creel came in their car. When it 
was time to return to Granddaddy's, Cousin Lillie drove the car and Grannie rode 
with her. Cousin George, Uncle Richard; and Uncle Jim walked through the field 
to hunt. Our family and Granddaddy rode in the wagon. Everyone was to be at Grand­
daddy's the next day. I remember this was my first time to know what ambrosia ~as. 
Cousin Lillie made the ambrosia, using Grannie's scissors to cut up the oranges. 

Once we went to Uncle Richard's and while Grannnie, Mama, and we kids stayed with 
Aunt Blanche, Hatty Rene was just a baby, two or three weeks old, Granddaddy, Dad­
dy, Newton, and Uncle Richard went to Lexington for a political rally. They we::e 
gone all morning, but came back for lunch with stew for all. Cousin Richard Co:fee, 
brother of Cousin Ada and uncle of Hi Rich, came with them. That is the only tlme 
I remember seeing him. We ate stew out in the yard. 

Then little Dick Coffee came along. His parents, Hi Rich and Avon Coffee, died when 
he was young. Cousin Ada was to raise him. He always liked to spend the summer 
with us on the farm. We enjoyed having him and he did his best to be a farm boy 
when he was with us. 

When Aunt Sallie and Uncle Rufus Haraway were moving to Foley, Alabama, they came 
by our house and we all loaded into the wagon to go to Granddaddy's. When we got 
to Second Creek, the water came up into the wagon bed. We kids were sitting on 
the floor. Uncle Rufus got us all up on the spring seats, all seven of us plus 
their suitcases. 

After Grannie and Granddaddy passed away Uncle Neal Grissom (Aunt Lutie's husband) 
made a visit, the only time I ever saw him. 

Aunt Irene and her children would come for visits while they were living away for 
Uncle Robert's preaching appointments. Once when they were at our house Hildn!d 
and I were going to iron. We were so small we had to stand up on a wooden box and 
somehow Hildred dropped the iron and burned her leg. I remember Aunt Irene doctored 
the burn with linseed oil. 

I do not remember the years for these because I was just a kid. They are just a 
few of the things that have stood out with me down through the years. 

I had heard people talk about the tithe. I learned from Grannie McCain just what tithe 
meant. She tithed her eggs, chickens, or whatever she sold. She took out 1/11) and 
put it in the church. She kept her egg tithe in a cheese hoop under her bed. Why 
under the bed I never did find out, but it made an impression on me. These were 
the "good ole days". 

* Editor's note-Aunt Anna's referral to Crossroads which had become known as Elgin 
Crossroads during the years she had been gone from Alabama. It had originally been 
called Ingram's Crossroads, named for Benjamin Ingram, pioneer settler to the area 
from Virginia, buried Ingram Cemetery, and ancestor of many in this book. RBH

My Grandparents, Newton Jasper and Rebecca Goodlet Coffee McCain, lived in Lexington, 
Alabama, when I was born September 17, 1913. Their home in Lexington was the first 
they ever owned. It was located on what is now County Road 51, approximately one 
mile south of Lexington. In the later part of 1912 they came to the Lexington commun­
ity from the Elgin Crossroads community. While construction was being done on their 
new home, they lived in a small three room house. I was born in the small house as 
my mother and father lived with Granddaddy for a while after they married. 

So many memories crowd my mind as I attempt to think back to my grandparent's be­
ginnings down on Blue Water Creek. After marriage they lived several years at Gran­
nie's old home place where she was raised, better known as the Old Coffee Place. It 
belonged to her father, John C. Coffee. Around 1900 they moved out on what is now 
Highway 72 in Elgin and they lived at two different locations there until they moved 
to Lexington. 

Like all grandchildren, it was always a thrill for me to go to Grannie's house. My 
daddy, Robert McCain, was the oldest son who lived to be grown in the N. J. McCain 
family. He was a Cumberland Presbyterian minister and shortly after I was born we 
left Lexington and moved to the Spring Valley community in Colbert County, east of 
Tuscumbia, Alabama, where Daddy preached. We didn't get back to visit Grannie very 
often from over there because ways to travel in those days were mostly horseback, 
buggy, or wagon. Our next move was to Mt. Hester community near Cherokee, Alabama. 
After a short stay there we moved back on First Creek near Rogersville. It was Mama's 
old home place and her mother had an extra house that we lived in. From there we 
came to see Granddaddy and Grannie more often in the buggy or wagon. Grannie was a 
low statue, fat lady, and very jolly if you were a good little girl. She believed in 
children obeying their parents with no questions asked. Not only did she discipline 
her own grandchildren, but any others who might be at her house. Granddaddy was a 
quiet natured man and not heard from near as much as Grannie but he was a dear, good 
man. 

When I was about five or six years old we came for a visit and I spent a week with 
them. I slept on a pallet by their bed all week. My cousin, Rebecca McCain, meant 
to stay with me but she decided to go home after a day or two. That was the first 
and only time I ever stayed with my grandparents without my parents. It was a very 
special week for me and one I've never forgotten. 

There were many things around their place that amused me. One was the old ash hopper 
in the back yard near the smoke house where they emptied the ashes from the fireplace 
and cook stove, then poured water through it to be used to make soap. They called it 
"lye-water". There was a big garden and orchard with good things to eat in them. I 
especially remember the huge apple tree on the east side just outside the garden fence. 
It had large apples which were delicious. I loved following both of them around the 
place as they worked. Grannie also had a "crazy jug" that always fascinated me. It 
was an old stone jug covered with a mud type clay and all sorts of little trinkets 
were stuck all over it. I remember it also had pennies on it. Another highlight 
for me at their house was the musical entertainment the young people of the neighbor­
hood had in those days and they had several of them at Grannie's house. They played 
different instruments and sang. Uncle Jim played the guitar and Uncle Richard played 
the old pump organ and fiddle. I really enjoyed the music and singing. I remember 
on one occasion I was sitting on a stool in the chimney corner in the room where the 
older people were, looking through the doors into the parlor where the entertainment 
was going on. Grannie got up and went into the parlor, grabbed Uncle Jim and they 
danced all over the room. She always called him "Baby" and he was "Baby" to her as 
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long as she lived. 

Christmas Time at their house was another very special time when all the families 
that lived near enough gathered on Christmas Day for an old fashion Christmas meal 
and fellowship. Grannie had a large wooden box with a hinged lid that set in the 
corner of her dining room near the old side board, as it was called in those days. 
I suppose it would be a buffet now. Anyway, at Christmas that box was filled with 
cakes and pies. I could hardly wait for a "peek" into that box after we got there. 
Of course I had to wait until Grannie was ready for me to "peek", and all her grand­
children knew that. Her fresh coconut cake and orange cake along with the mincemeat 
pie were my favorites. It seems we never have goodies now that taste like Grannie's 
did. But I think I know why--First, she was a great cook and, second, we only had 
such things for Christmas and that made them very special. 

On one occasion when we were visiting at Grannie's, she took me to the Lexington 
Methodist Church on Sunday afternoon to some type special service. There was a 
large crowd and not a seat for a little girl so I sat on my Grannie's nice soft 
lap. We sat on the left side of the church real close to the front. 

Granddaddy liked to have fun too, and was quite a tease at times. One day at Lex­
ington he slipped over to our place with his gun. He went to the barn and got be­
hind our wagon setting outside. He thought he was hidden. Mama and we kids wer~ 
in the house. He shot his gun twice which brought us out looking. Mama saw hls 
feet under the wagon and knew it was him. That ended his joke! 

People traveling through the country in those days would stop along their way for 
the night, for food, and to get feed for their horses. Those people were always 
welcome at my grandparent's home. Usually the next day they went on their way. 

Granddaddy and Grannie attended the Nebo Cumberland Presbyterian Church and she taught 
the younger children's Sunday School Class called the "Card Class" The cards had a 
Bible picture on one side and a Bible verse and story on the other. 

In June 1924, while we were still living in Allsboro, Alabama, we got a message that 
Grannie was sick and not expected to live so we made the trip to Lexington. I'll 
never forget how she looked lying on the bed when we arrived. But she knew us that 
afternoon. The next day she passed on to her Eternal Reward. 

In December 1925, when I was 12 years old, we moved back to Lexington from a C,juntry 
home near Leighton, Alabama. Granddaddy and Uncle Jim still lived at the old nome 
place, along with Uncle Richard and his family. Country roads where we lived ~ere 
deep muddy ruts, so Uncle Park, with some help, came with wagons to move us. Grand­
daddy at that time had a Ford car and he and Uncle Jim met us near Leighton and 
Mama and we children rode to Lexington in the Ford, a very rare occasion and special 
ride for us. We moved in a small house on Granddaddy's farm which later became our 
family home as long as Daddy and Mama lived. Daddy still preached, going to his ap­
pointments by horseback or buggy. Many times when he went in the buggy, I would go 
with him. That was a special time, with my daddy and me riding along the country 
roads together. It was very good, also, to be near and see Granddaddy often. He 
passed away in June 1927. 

Now, in 1987, I still live about three miles from our old home place. I marrjed a 
local boy, John D. Porter, in 1936. His father gave us an acre of land on hif: farm 
and we built our house and raised our two children here. It is still my home. J.D. 
passed away in 1976 and our two children have made homes and lives of their o\m. 

In ending these scattered, random thoughts, many memories pass through my mind. Fam-
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ily history and legends of life in years past that hold peace, joys, and sorrows 
shared by all. This makes us proud and grateful for a heriatge given us by our 
ancestors we can treasure and pass on to future generations.

her childhood memories, would be a good spot for it. Who the children on the woodcan 
are is not knoum for sure, possibly two of Park McCain's or maybe nieces or nephews of 

Mary since the photograph was sent to her. 
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Coleman (McCain) Shannon's Childhood Memories 
January 19, 1988 

As a small girl we lived just down the road from Granddaddy McCain. He had a corn 
patch, across the road directly in front of our house, where my mother often sent 
me with water for him. He'd offer me a kiss or a penny. I'd take the penny. There 
were many late afternoon shade tree visits after work was finished for the day. 

In the late afternoon of June 16, 1927, Granddaddy had been working in the fields 
back of our house. He stopped by for a visit and remembered he had left his coat 
at the gap, a gate opening into the fields, about a quarter of a mile through a 
wooded area. He bargained with me to go for his coat--a kiss or three pennies! 
I was afraid to go through the woods alone but I made it and collected my treasur­
ed pennies. 

Granddaddy passed away early the next morning, June 17, 1927, of heart trouble. 
I cherish the memories of living near him for about two years--his visits, his 
smile, the calm and peaceful way he lived, or so it seemed to me. To me he was 
a gentle man.

Granny McCain was different than most people. She would do anything for any of her 
grandchildren as well as other people, but she was a strong disciplinarian to her 
own grandchildren as well as any other children at her house. That is to say she 
was hasty with a switch. 

Granny and Grandaddy would come to our house at Christmas. We were very happy to see 
them coming in their buggy, pulled by their horse, Dan. Granny would bring the boys 
firecrackers, but would warn us to take them and get on out of the house to shoot them. 

When I first remember them, they lived at the "Jackson Place" near Elgin where Marie 
Campbell now lives. I remember they were living there when Uncle Robert married. 
There was a wedding supper for them there with lots of people. 

I especially enjoyed going to their house at Lexington in the summer. Grandaddy 
grew the best watermelons around. They would always cut one and (laughter) I liked 
to eat then, too. 

After Mama and Daddy married they first lived in the log house next to what is known 
as the John Campbell home, where Skip Blackwood now lives. It was one room with up­
stairs. Then they added a side room and dining room. Houghston, Edith, and I were 
all born in this house. 

I recall Daddy being gone to Florence on business which occurred once or twice a year. 
They went in a buggy, started early and spent the night, coming home the next day. 
In early days some from this area made it a three day trip to Florence. They would 
camp the first night at Four Mile Branch, spend the next night in town, and then 
camp again at Four Mile Branch east of Weeden, on present Bobo farm. He would bring 
back a barrel of flour, 100 pounds of sugar, a stand of lard, and some coffee. This 
would last us about six months. One night while he was gone the chimney caught fire. 
The blaze, it seemed to me, was going three or four feet out the chimney and I can 
clearly remember how it scared me. 

We then moved to where Belue now lives either late 1913 or early 1914, before Feb. 19 
when Nink was born. 

I remember Dad and a Mr. Smallwood, a sharecropper, who lived in the house where I now 
live, were working in the field between where Pud's house now is and Mr. Smallwood's. 
Uncle Rufus was sharecropping with Grandpa Haraway in the field behind Grandpa's house. 
Grandpa was dragging down rows to plant cotton in front of Uncle Rufus. He would get 
ahead and then rest a while. It was during a rest that he passed away near tree that 
is still standing at the homesite. Uncle Rufus rang the bell which signaled something 
was wrong. I remember being scared even though I didn't know what was happening be­
cause Dad left me with Mr. Smallwood to go see what was wrong. 

Then Grandma Haraway lived around with different people-Aunt Cora, Aunt Bet Thornton, 
Cousin Frank Springer, and us. I remember her stopping Dad one day when I wanted to 
go to town(Rogersville) with him. She said, "Baby, take this boy with you". And he 
did. 

I remember Mama switching me one time when we lived at the first house. I ran around 
·the house, stuck my feet under the floor, and sat facing the outside kitchen wall 
screaming. Grandpa Haraway really surprised me when he asked, "What's the trouble, 
son?" He had heard me screaming in the field and came to see what was wrong. 
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Myrtle (Grissom) Hill's childhood memories of her McCain grandparents as written 
Feb. 15, 1988 

My Mother was Rebecca Lou McCain. She was the oldest girl in the family and married 
young as most girls did in those times. My family came west in 1900 and settled in 
Texas where I was born. We moved to Oklahoma in 1907, where I still live, the last 
of my family. 

I missed the joy of growing up with my grandparents. Grandma McCain visited us once 
in Oklahoma, but I was too small to remember that. My Mama regretted leaving A:.abama 
and being so far from her parents. Several times I heard her say if she could have 
lived her life over, she never would have left Alabama. In 1914 Mama packed a :runk 
and took my sister Lila and me to Alabama for the summer. That was quite an exper­
ience for me, both the trip and getting to see my grandparents. I had my 10th ~irth­
day that summer. Being the baby of the family I was pretty spoiled. I'm sure •~randma 
thought that when I had to sleep on a pallet, but after that summer I was used to a 
pallet. I went with Grandma tc gather the eggs and I still remember that littla 
basket and the Sunday eggs were kept in a basket under her bed. They were the Lord's 
eggs and sold and the money used for the church. I often think of the delicious 
muffins Grandma made hot from the oven with country butter and jelly. 

Since suDDDer is such a busy time on the farm, Grandpa couldn't always go with us to 
visit other relatives. He would hitch up the pony to the buggy and Mama, Lila and 
I would be off to visit the aunts, uncles, and cousins. Sunday was the time for 
church, visiting, and singing. 

My best memory of Grandpa was the way he said the blessing at meals. 
back of their chair while he said the blessing. Once I had something 
that I didn't want to eat and Mama took it. Grandpa said, "Your Mama 
to eat your scraps at my table".

It's sometimes surprisir.g to 
know of different things that make life long impressions on children, but surely this 
egg-tithe under Grannie's bed made a lasting impression on these two young granddaugh­
ters. The irony of both of them writing about this without either having known until 
they read it in this book has made a lasting impression for me, also.

Neal and "Ludie" are buried in the Citizen Cemetery, Fort Gibson, Oklahoma. 

The Lucius Neal Grissom family moved from Center Star, Alabama in the winter 
of 1900 to Ardmore, Indian Territory, via train. They resided there for abou~ a :,ear 
when Neal decided to seek a new location for the family. He traveled by covered wagon 
to Fort Smith, Arkansas. Rebecca Lou and her sister Anna (McCain) Lamar drove a 
wagon to Fort Smith, where the Grissoms joined with Bert Hill, the Hamp Gooches, 
Sallis Langleys, and Tanners .. The Tanners, Gooches, and Grissoms traveled to Fort Gib­
son, Indian Territory, where they resided for one year. In 1903 they moved to Richard­
son, Texas, by train for the women and children and wagons for the men. In 1907 they 
moved back to Fort Gibson, Oklahoma, where Neal went into the mercantile business. 
In 1911 the Grissom family bought the American Hotel, which thrived until 1932 and 
was converted into apartments in the 1940's. It was built when the railroad came in 
1888 and was a regular stop for connecting stage coach lines. The hotel was the home 
of their daughter Lila and her husband, Hilton Stratton.

Their home which remains in the family is one of the oldest buildings in the 
state of Oklahoma. It is the only original building·still standing of the Old Fort 
Gibson, located on the Grand River, built in 1823-24. It served as Officer's Quarters 
during the service of the fort--General Zachary Taylor, later 12th president of :he 
United States, and General Jefferson Davis, later President of the Confederate S:ates 
of America, ·lived here during their service at Fort Gibson. In 1900 the u. S. Gl)vern­
ment sold the house to civilians and it was first purchased by George and Lisa Sanders. 
In 1909 Walter and Nancy Scott purchased it from the Sanders, and on Nov. 15, 1918 
Allen and Jessie Marie Grissom Isom purchased it from the Scotts. It has been restyled 
and reconstructed several times during the years, but the original two log rooms and at­
tic have remained the same. The Old Stockade at the old Fort was re-established in 1936 
and is today one of the leading tourist attractions in Oklahoma. The home is knvwn 
as the "Old Taylor House", the grounds being covered with flower gardens, plante.i and 
tended by Jessie until she became disabled. She was a highly respected and religious 
woman, and surely loved by all who knew her.

They settled on a farm near Richardson, Texas. This farm is 
now a historical landmark. It was the home.of John B. and 
Julia Ann Floyd, the first two-story house in Dallas County, 
built in 1856. It was the Breckenridge Stage Coach Inn on 
the Dallas to Denison run. This farm was on the old cattle 
trail used to drive cattle to market in Kansas. The farm is 
now a part of Restland Memorial Park Cernetary, Dallas, Texas, 
near Richardson, (Info. from Richardson Centennial Book 1973). 

Anna Lee was remarried June 21, 1903, to Thomas Christopher 
Hudgins (T. C.), son of John J. and Sallie Chambers Hudgins 
of Estelle Springs, Tennessee, a blacksmith in Richardson, 
Texas.

Lexington, Alabama, where they lived 14 years, moving to Limestone County for one 
year, and then returning to Lexington for seven years. They moved to Lawrence Col:nty, 
Alabama, and lived there three years where they attended Hickory Grove Cumberland 
Presbyterian Church and the children attended Mt. Hope School. Then they moved b,1ck 
to Lexington after farming at .all these locations and he continued to farm until 
a few weeks before his death. They were both members of the Nebo Cumberland Pres-­
byterian Church and are buried in the church cemetery. 

He loved playing the Reed Organ handed down from "Ma Anna" (Hunter) Coffne, 
his step-grandmother.

DICKERSON/DICKASON HUNTER FAMILY 

According to the 1850 Federal census of Franklin County, Alabama, Dickason 
Hunter was born in Georgia, as was his wife Mary. Their daughter Sarah is shown 
as having also been born in Georgia and aged 13 in 1850. They were in Franklin 
County by the time of the 1840 Federal enumeration, so presumably they moved from 
Georgia to Alabama between the years 1837 and 1840. He is listed as a farmer by 
occupation. 

The 1840 census shows one male aged 40-50 years, one female 40-50 years, 2 
females 15-20 years, 1 female 10-15 years, 2 females 5-10 years, and 1 female un­
der 5 years. Cassie, their oldest daughter must have already been married by 1840. 

In 1850 the family is listed in the census with four daughters at home, Moriah, 
aged 23, Louisa, aged 17, Dorthula, aged 15, and Sarah, aged 13. Betsy who married 
William Grissom is in the household immediately preceeding the Hunters. Both she 
an William are shown as aged 28 and born in Tennessee. I feel this is probably in 
error and that Betsy was born in Georgia. Their three children at the time, Mary, 
aged 6, Josiah, aged 4, and Johnson, aged 2 are also shown as having been born in 
Tennessee, but more likely they were born in Alabama. Their third daughter, Elvira, 
had by this time married James Grissom, the brother of William.

The document was witnessed 
by Minor Haraway and his wife Ada Coleman (Grissom) Haraway, the step-granddaughter 
of Ma Anna.
