AMBRUSE CUFFEE -- TIMELINE

"He also purchased much land pricr to the creation of
Loudoun County in 1757 from Fairfax County, which was mentiocned
in deeds disposing of such pruchased land. Much of this he
farmed with hired help, such as Ambrose Coffee, Samuel, Robert
Neal, James and Peter Pickler, for whom he was taxed (see
Appendix: Tithables 1765-1799)."
